ASSEMBLY

1. Place the rubber mat on the ground with one of
the long edges facing you. Set the red blade bar on
the mat with the U-bolt slots against the mat so
you can see where the U-bolts should go.

2. Feed each U-bolt around the mat wire and up
through the mat links as shown (Pic 1)

Note: If the U-bolts do not line up with the slots in
the blade bar, you may have to stretch the mat.
Lay the mat on a flat surface and pull and shake
one end while someone stands on the other end.

3. Set the blade bar over the U-bolts, followed by the
U-bolt plates. Secure the blade bar to the mat with
star washer lock nuts. (Pic 2)

4. Attach the chain to the ends of the blade bar with
the remaining two U-bolts and remaining nuts as
shown. (Pic 2)

OPERATION
1. To smooth loose surfaces, pull the DraglLite by 2. To loosen hard packed surfaces, simply flip the
hand or with a vehicle (Max 5 mph) with the blade Draglite over so the teeth are down. Pull the
bar on top of the rubber mat. Draglite by hand or with a vehicle (Max 5 mph).
